Note: Please read the instructions given below carefully regarding the examination.

General Instructions
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The entry will be closed 45 minutes before the examination begins. That is, the entry gate for the first shift will close at
8:45 AM, and for the second shift at 1:45 PM. No candidate will be allowed to enter the examination centre after the
closing of the entry gate.
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The eligibility/qualification mentioned in your application form has not been verified by the Commission. Therefore,
carefully read the eligibility criteria mentioned in the advertisement and ensure that you are fully eligible before
appearing for the examination. If, at any stage of verification by the Commission, you are found ineligible/disqualified,
your candidature will be cancelled.
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All candidates must appear at the examination center with 3 photographs and an original ID proof (such as a Driving
License, PAN Card, Voter Identity Card, ID Card issued by the Central/State Government, or Aadhaar Card) along with
a photocopy. It is mandatory to present them if requested.
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Please bring your admit card with you; otherwise, you may be prevented from appearing in the exam.
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In objective-type guestion papers, no penalty is imposed for incorrect answers.

Each question has four multiple-choice answers.
If a candidate selects more than one answer, it will be considered an incorrect answer.
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Candidates are advised to bring their own clipboard or hardboard/cardboard (which should not have any writing on it)
and a black ink ballpoint pen. Candidates must not use any ink other than black ballpoint pens.

i. Candidates are not allowed to enter the examination centre with any mobile phone, tablet, pen drive, hard disk, data
card, calculator, Bluetooth device, ear phone, any type of wrist watch, ATM card, any electrical device made of
metal, any type of ear machine, tables made on paper, graph sheets, maps, slide rules etc.

ii. The exchange of any materials among candidates inside the examination hall is strictly prohibited.

iii. Apart from the items mentioned in point 6(i), candidates must deposit any other items at the designated area
outside the examination center. Although arrangements will be made for the safety of these items, the Commission
will not be responsible if any belongings are lost.
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If any candidate is found in possession of any material related to cheating during the examination, he may not only be
expelled from the examination but may also be debarred from future examinations and selection processes conducted



by the Commission, regardless of whether the material is used for cheating or not.
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During the examination, no candidate will be allowed to leave the examination hall in the last half hour.
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Upon receiving the question booklet and answer sheet, carefully check them. If any page of the question booklet is
missing, if the answer sheet does not have printed circles, or if it is damaged, immediately inform the invigilator and
return the question booklet and answer sheet to obtain new ones.
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The informations filled in the answer sheet must not be erased using whitener, blade, or eraser. If the circles are not
properly darkened or any information is incorrectly filled, the answer sheet will not be evaluated, and the candidate
will be solely responsible for this.
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After the examination, candidates must not separate the copies of the answer sheet themselves. All sheets should
be handed over to the invigilator in their original attached form. The invigilator will count the answer sheets,
separate them, and then return the candidate’s copy to them. Candidates must remain seated until they receive
their copy. After the examination, candidates are allowed to take their answer sheet copy and question booklet with
them.
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Candidates are allowed to carry a transparent water bottle for drinking purposes.
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Candidates with disabilities of 40 percent or more may bring a scribe (writer) with them; however, no travel allowances
will be provided to them by the Commission. Candidates who have requested a scribe and compensatory time, or who
have requested only compensatory time, will be provided compensatory time at the rate of 20 minutes per hour as per
their requirement. For candidates availing the facility of a scribe and compensatory time, suitable seating arrangements
(preferably on the ground floor) will be ensured in the examination hall before the commencement of the examination,
and the invigilation arrangements will be strengthened. Candidates with disabilities shall inform the Centre Supervisor
about the scribe and compensatory time during the examination at the examination centre. The candidate must bring
identity proof, two passport-size photographs, along with disability certificate. The provision regarding arrangement of
scribe and compensatory time shall be in accordance with the guidelines prescribed in Uttar Pradesh Government
Order No. 1/210789/2022/65 3099/135/2022, Department of Empowerment of Persons with Disabilities Section-3,
Lucknow, dated 08 September 2022, and other government orders issued from time to time. The Centre Supervisor will
get an undertaking form filled from such candidates and, after the examination, will attach copies of the candidate's
disability certificate, the scribe's identity proof (ID proof), and educational records, and send them to the Commission
office.
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Uttar Pradesh Public Examination (Prevention of Unfair Means) Act, 2024: The Uttar Pradesh Public Examination
(Prevention of Unfair Means) Act, 2024 (U.P. Act No. 8, Year 2024), was published on August 6, 2024. The provisions
of this act are as follows:

« The use of unfair means in the examination, cheating or facilitating cheating, impersonating in the examination,
copying or unauthorized disclosure of question papers, or conspiring to do so—all these actions are considered
offenses punishable under this act.

« On being found guilty in such cases, the punishment may include a fine of up to one crore rupees and life
imprisonment.
